	Project Summary:

This project is two-fold. Initially, Dr. Johnson has been notified that his abstract has been accepted as a poster presentation at the XIIIth European Congress of Work and Organizational Psychology. The subject of the poster deals with research supported by a past Marriott grant entitled, “Motivation to Stay: A Look at Employee-Manager Relations and Other Key Items as They Relate to the Retention of Healthcare Workers.” The conference lasts four days…May 9-12. The second part of the project is to make contact with key individuals in Stockholm and Orrefors or Kalmar, Sweden who we will visit with as part of a study-abroad program in the Spring of 2008. This study abroad trip will include both graduate and undergraduate students. Graduate students will be part of the MHA program. Undergraduate students will get credit in Sociology. Dr. Johnson will be responsible for the portion of the trip taking place in Sweden. The group will then travel to Finland, where Dr. Ollilianen will take over and lead the group.

	Explain how proposal applies to  profession/professional pursuits
	Again, this proposal applies in two fold. First, it is the culmination of a study done of nurses who hold licenses to practice in Utah, but who have chosen not to do so. This, along with research done across the U.S., will be the focus of the poster presentation, outlining why some individuals have chosen to leave a particular employer or, in some case, no longer practice their nursing profession. This looks specifically at the workplace and organizational psychology.

Second, the study abroad program will support students in the master of health administration and bachelor of health administration programs, as well as those who are interested in sociology. Dr. Johnson will make preparations for the portion of the study abroad trip in Sweden, Dr. Ollilianen, a native-Finn, who holds a position at WSU in Sociology, will be visiting Finland in Fall 2007 and making arrangements for the study abroad program there. Our students will spend about a week in each country as part of the trip. Graduate students will get credit in MHA 6360 Comparative International Health Systems. The undergraduate sociology course is yet to be identified, but will be. Undergrad HAS students will be able to use that courses, whatever it is, as an elective.

	The presentation and eventual article will outline why some nurses leave their employer and/or their profession. The hope is that this can help employers lower their vacancy rates and better react to the current and future nursing shortage. This will also apply to allied health professions in general.
