	My overall goal is to complete a PhD in Nursing Education, and become Nationally Certified as a “Certified Nurse Educator.”  My doctoral studies will are strictly focused on Nursing education to support this goal. The completion of this degree will not only be of tremendous value for myself and the University, but will also serve to enhance the learning experience of the students enrolled at WSU Nursing, and provide an example to students of the merits and values of obtaining advanced degrees in nursing (specifically nursing education).  An additional goal is to more fully participate in leadership activities in my capacity as nursing faculty at Weber State University; such as assisting in the development on the proposed Masters program and working closely in curriculum design and enhancement.
