Weber State University students

PHIL 2200 will 
not be accepted in transfer as a 
QL course by another Utah public 
institution of higher education.

To enroll in math 1030, 1040, 
1050 or 1080, you must have 
either earned an ACT Math score 
of 23 or above within the past 24 
months, completed math 1010 
with a grade of “C” or better 
within the past 12 months, or 
earned a sufficient ACCUPLACER 
score within the past 12 months.  
math 1010 has a prerequisite of 
a “C” or better in MATH 0955** 
or math 0960 or an appropriate 
ACCUPLACER score.  math 0960 
has a prerequisite of a “C” or better 
in math 0950 or an appropriate 
ACCUPLACER score.

*phil 2200 will only fulfill QL if taken
  during or after Spring 2007.

To enroll in phil 2200, you must 
have either earned an ACT Math 
score of 23 or above within the 
past 24 months, completed math 
0955** or math 0960 with a 
grade of “C” or better within 
the past 12 months, or earned 
a sufficient ACCUPLACER score 
within the past 12 months.  math 
0960 has a prerequisite of a “C” 
or better in math 0950 or an 
appropriate ACCUPLACER score.

For possible placement into a 
higher-level course, you may take 
the Math ACCUPLACER exam.
