APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS (All must be met by application deadline):
9 1] Cumulative GPA of 3.0 or higher. (All credit from “regionally accredited” colleges added together.  May be a 2.5
       CUM GPA, if you have 5 or more years of work experience as an LPN and your NURSING GPA (NURSING
       ONLY COURSES ARE STILL ABOVE a 3.0 CUM GPA.   See advisor if you have questions)
9 2] ATI - PN Comprehensive Predictor Exam paid for and registered for by the March 1, 2010 application deadline.
        If admitted must pass ATI with a score of 62 or better in the last 13 months. (February 1, 2009 or later). 
9 3] Nursing Courses passed at a minimum of a “B-” (80%) or better grade point (Work experience as an LPN for a
        year or more if lower than B-)

HU/CA [Humanities or Creative Arts elective course] (3)
3 Hours of Residency Credit at Weber State.  20 hours total through WSU (Nursing 17 hours + 3 additional hours)

Associate of Science (AS) in Nursing: Please note that all admitted students are encouraged to complete all the
additional general education requirements for a full Associate of Science Degree.  This will enable a graduating RN
student to be eligible to apply for progression into the RN to BSN program.  If admitted students only graduate with
the AAS Degree (Associate of Applied Science) they will not be in a position to apply for progression to the RN to
BSN program.  Additional general education / university requirements will be required in order to be eligible to
apply to the RN to BSN program.  Applicants to the RN Completion program that have completed the equivalent of
an Associate Degree or higher by the application deadline will be given extra points in the application process.  

Selection Process:  A point system is used for facilitating selections.  A selection process will be used to rank all qualified
applicants.  Criteria used in the selection process include CUM GPA, Science Course GPA, Prerequisite GPA, AS Degree
completed (or higher), years of work experience as an PN, re-applicant status, etc. 

Applicants are strongly encouraged to meet with an advisor before applying to verify that all prerequisites, etc are
completed.  In order for the review to be complete, all transcripts must have been sent to WSU admissions for official
review.  Students must have applied to and be accepted to Weber State University in order to register for classes.

There is currently a higher demand for RN Completion (AS/AAS) positions than there are slots available so please be
advised that the application process is highly competitive!
