II. Course Grade

A. Examinations

1. Five exams will be taken during the course of this semester. The first
four exams are non-comprehensive and constitute 18% of your final grade.
The fifth exam will be taken during finals week and is worth 18% of your
final grade.

2. Your lowest exam grade will be dropped at the end of the semester. If
you miss an exam for any reason (illness, death in the family, car trouble,
or slacking gene) then that is the exam that will be dropped.

3. All exams will be taken using chi tester, which is a computerized testing
program. You may take the exams from any WSU testing center during
the exam period. You will have 4 days to take each exam. NO MAKEUP
EXAMS ARE GIVEN. If you miss an exam, you will receive a zero for that
exam and that is the exam that will be dropped at the end of the
semester.

Five homework assignments will be given during the semester. See the class
outline for due dates of homework assignments.

You will furn your
homework assignments in using WebCT. You may fturn in your homework
assignments at any point in the semester up to the due date. That means you
have at least 2-3 weeks to turn in any homework assignment. You may NOT
turn in your assignments late, so schedule your time wisely. Plan to turn your
assignment in by the day prior to the due date, just in case you have any
problems with computer connections.
