After all, wouldn't this sug-

gest some form of "special treat-

ment" for women that would dimin-

ish the contributions of men? 

Those of us in school before and 

during the 1970's are well aware 

that the contributions of women in 

the history of humanity were 

largely missing from public aware-

ness.  In fact it wasn't until 1978 

that the Education Task Force of 

Sonoma County Commission on 

the Status of Women initiated a 

"Women's History Week" and se-

lected March 8 to commemorate the 

contributions of women outside the 

U.S.  Later, in 1981, Sen. Orrin 

Hatch (R-UT) and Rep. Barbara 

Mikulski (D-MD) cosponsored the 

first Joint Congressional Resolution 

that proclaimed a "Women's His-

tory Month."  Finally, it wasn't until 

1987 that the National Women's 

History Project petitioned Congress 

for the celebration to be extended to 

the entire month of March.  With 

bipartisan support from both the 

House and the Senate,  the National 

Women's History Month Congres-

sional Resolution was passed. 

There has been progress made in 

the quest to make others aware of 

the historical contributions of di-

verse women. In 2010, we still seek 

the equitable integration of these 

contributions into K-12 curriculum 

and into public consciousness.  You 

can help in this endeavor by joining 

us and inviting others to join us in 

the WSU Women's History Month 

activities.  Additionally, you can 

utilize the National Women's His-

tory Project site  for information 

you can post in your area of work.  

Let others know about the contribu-

tions of diverse women in your pro-

fession and/or in your department.

Not 

helping to change this situation is 

the same as actually agreeing with 

it.

By being a member of the 

WSEC I would like to provide the 

WS Program with an international 

voice about women’s issues in or-

der to help students understand the 

complexities and effects of gender 

discrimination and to realize the 

contributions women have made 

and are making to our world.
