Information
In order to be eligible for an elected position in WSUSA, I acknowledge that I must meet the following standards:
As of the current semester, I am a fully matriculated student at WSU taking at least 12 credit hours. I have paid all associated tuition and fees in full, unless I meet the credit exceptions as explained in Article 2, Section 2 of the WSUSA Constitution. (Exceptions exist for transfer students and students with disabilities.)
The term of office for all elected positions is for one full year including the upcoming summer, fall and spring semesters. If elected, I commit to fulfilling the duties and responsibilities of my position for the full term of office as outlined in the WSUSA Constitution and Bylaws.
I will complete a minimum of 12 credit hours for each of the upcoming fall and spring semesters and pay the associated student fees.
I currently have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5 and I understand that if elected I must maintain a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5 and must receive a semester GPA of at least 2.4 for the upcoming fall and spring semesters in order to maintain my eligibility for office.
I understand that as an elected officer of WSUSA I am eligible for compensation and that the amount of compensation varies with position. I am aware that WSU only allows one full tuition waiver per student and that all compensation is non-transferable. I understand that if I fail to maintain the requirements of my position, I may be required to reimburse some or all of the compensation I have received.
I agree to uphold and abide by the WSUSA Constitution and Bylaws, WSU Policies and Procedures, WSU Student Code of Conduct, and all local, state, and federal laws.
I understand that in order to be eligible for an elected office I must submit a $20 elections deposit with this form. I understand that this deposit is fully refundable contingent upon my adherence to the election rules and that the refund of the deposit becomes null and void 60 days after the posting of election results.
I take personal responsibility for damage to facilities, other people, or myself resulting from my campaign.
I agree to abide to the official decisions of the WSUSA Elections Committee, however, appeals to said decisions may be made to the WSUSA Supreme Court, whose decision I shall consider final.

I attest that I meet the above stated requirements for eligibility and I give my permission to WSUSA to confirm my eligibility. I also agree to the conditions stated above in running for office and holding an elected office of WSUSA for the upcoming term of office.

General





WSU Student Association Elections are officiated as explained in Title V of the current WSUSA Bylaws. Please read this packet, the WSUSA Constitution and Bylaws, and the WSU posting policies and procedures first, and then if you still have any questions, feel free to contact us. We are here to help you!





No candidate can in anyway interfere with or disrupt another candidate’s campaign, including but not limited to:  knowingly spreading of slander, intentionally following candidates to file grievances, defacing/destruction of opponents’ campaign materials, etc.  All candidates are to hold themselves to the highest ethical standards.  It is your responsibility to know and follow the elections rules, the WSUSA bylaws, and the Constitution of the WSUSA.  If in doubt, check first to be sure. Candidacy





To declare candidacy you must submit the following, all stapled together, to the WSUSA Offices, UB 326 by March 6th at 5pm:


WSUSA Eligibility, Declaration of Candidacy, and Liability Form.


A copy of your platform in writing not to exceed 350 words.


WSUSA Elections Candidate petition bearing the names of 50 students of WSU.


A receipt of the $20 filling fee paid in the UB info desk.  If you cannot pay the filing fee please contact Aaron Newman, in advance.





A candidate who wishes to completely withdraw their candidacy may do so at any time prior to announcing of election results by submitting a written statement to the Elections Committee. After the withdrawal has been received by the Elections Committee the candidate can not be reinstated but may still win as a write-in candidate. 





Write-in Candidates: After the filing deadline has passed, students may still be elected to office as a write-in candidate. A student may file as an intentional write-in candidate and to do so a student must complete the process to declare candidacy as stated above. Should a student receive enough votes to advance in primary elections or win an election as a write-in candidate without intentionally seeking that office, that student must complete the process to declare candidacy by the end of the following business day after the posting of election results to either have their name placed on the ballot for final elections or to win that election, whatever the case may be.
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Campaigning





Campaigning shall be defined as any intentional activity which publicly notifies others of one’s intent to seek election (i.e. distribute campaign materials, put up signs, hold rallies, etc.). Please consult the bylaws for further information.





No campaigning (i.e. distribute campaign materials, put up signs, hold rallies, etc.) for elections will be permitted before March 14th at 9am.





Campaigning shall be limited to the WSU Campuses only. No campaigning allowed in the WSUSA Offices (UB 326), inside or within 15 feet of any WSU open or classroom computer lab, or the Stewart Library (except the Honors office). Campaigning is not permitted at The Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints Institute of Religion and the Newman Catholic Student Center as these are not part of the WSU Campus.





No candidate or supporter of a candidate may provide physical access to the student portal for voting purposes to students (for example, taking a laptop door-to-door or presenting an internet capable cell phone to students on campus to vote).





Campaigning in classes will only be permitted with prior approval from instructors.





All campaign materials must adhere to the current Bylaws and WSU posting policies and procedures.      





Candidates must seek preauthorization for any unusual forms of campaigning from the Elections Committee (i.e. airplanes, hot air balloons, animals, loudspeakers, etc.).  Candidates who wish to hold a rally or distribute homemade food must first receive permission from the elections committee.  The Elections Committee reserves the right to define what is considered unusual.     





No campaign materials will be allowed within 24 inches of any sidewalk. Campaign materials may not obstruct any roadway, walkway, driveway, sidewalk, parking lot, or another candidate’s signs.  Candidates that set up their signs first will have priority to line of sight.  All disputes will be resolved on a case by case basis by the Elections Committee.





Use of paint on sidewalks, roads, stairs, or any part of university property is not permitted. No materials may be placed on tables, cars, desks, buildings, etc. No taping campaign materials on any stairs, buildings, windows, etc.  Follow all WSU posting guidelines.





Any paint that will come off if wet will not be allowed on any outdoor signs. Latex, acrylic, or oil based paint is recommended.





Coupons may be used on handbills with the written consent of a sponsoring business or organization which must be included with applicable financial statements (applicable meaning with the primary financial statement if used before the end of primary voting and with the final financial statement if not used until final election week). Only printing costs need to be included as an expense in the financial statements; value of discounts do not need to be accounted for as a campaign expense.





It is the candidate’s responsibility to get written consent and then submit it to the Elections Committee before using any type of copyrighted, trademarked, or other protected material. Use of copyrighted, trademarked, or other protected materials may be used with the owner’s written consent. WSU logos may not be used on campaign material.  





Total outdoor visual campaign material space shall not exceed 786 square feet. No campaign sign may be taller than eight feet.    
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Grievances, Violations, and Sanctions





Grievances can be filed by a student of WSU and must be filed using the included grievance form (additional forms can be found in UB 326). The Elections Chair or any member of the Elections Committee may also file grievances, but these grievances will be forwarded directly to the WSUSA Supreme Court.  The grievance form must include the signatures of at least two eye witnesses and a written description of the incident in question in as much detail as possible. Grievance forms are to be submitted to WSUSA office, UB 326. A grievance must be submitted within 24 hours of the incident but no later than 1pm on the final day of voting.  





The Elections Committee will then rule on whether the grievance is legitimate or not. If a grievance is found to be legitimate, the Elections Committee with then determine appropriate sanctions, if necessary. It is the duty and responsibility of the Elections Committee to ensure that all election rules are upheld in a fair and timely manner.





Possible sanctions will include but are not limited to:  fines, removal of campaign material, disqualification, or loss of votes, etc. 





A listing of election violations will be posted daily at 2pm on the wall of the WSUSA offices, UB 326. The Elections Committee is responsible to maintain the violation list, but not responsible to personally notify candidates of violations. It is the responsibility of each candidate to consult the violation list daily.  The Elections Committee will made adequate attempt to send an e-mail to the address provided and contact the candidate via telephone by the number that the candidate provides in the Declaration of Candidacy form informing the candidate of the grievance and the committee’s decision.





A candidate found guilty of a violation has 24 hours to meet the conditions of the sanction given by the Elections Committee before further sanctions are assessed. If the Elections Committee rules that a simple fix of the problem is sufficient, candidates shall have 24 hours to fix violations before further penalties become binding. If a candidate is fined, that fine shall be paid to the UB info desk and the receipt shall be submitted to the WSUSA offices, UB 326, within 24 hours of the violation posting. 





Any decision of the Elections Committee may be appealed to the WSUSA Supreme Court. Appeals must be submitted in writing no later than 24 hours after the violation is posted. The Supreme Court shall then rule on the appeal within 24 hours of receiving the appeal and that ruling shall be considered final.





Clean-up





If a candidate’s campaign material has been damaged or has become unsecured the Elections Committee will post that on the violations list and that candidate must repair or removed that material from campus within 24 hours of the violation posting.





Campaign materials need to be removed from campus property by March 29th at 3 pm for those not moving on to final elections and by April 5th at 3 pm for all the candidates involved in final elections.





In the event that campaign materials are not removed in the time given, the candidate will be fined to compensate the WSU grounds crew to provide the clean-up service. Refund of candidate filing fee is contingent upon the removal of all campaign materials by the specified deadline.  
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Financial





There is no financial spending limit, however candidates must honor the sign space requirements (see Rule 13 under Campaigning) and must receive permission for any event outlined in Rule 7 under Campaigning.





Candidates must list their expenses in the financial statements found in this packet. All items used in the campaign must be listed, regardless of whether the item was purchased, borrowed, donated, or left over from a previous campaign. All items that are donated must be listed as well, but under cost please list the item as donated.








Items purchased, regardless of where the funds came from, should have accompanying receipts to avoid any doubt as to their fair-market value.





The financial statement is considered a legal document and hence should not contain any erasures, white-outs, etc. Once submitted, the financial statement will be final and no editing of any kind will be permitted.





The primary financial statement must be submitted by March 27th at 1pm. The final financial statement shall be submitted by April 3rd at 1pm. These statements are to be submitted to WSUSA office, UB 326. Failure to submit these statements by these deadlines will result in immediate disqualification.

In parentheses are found the name of the advisor for that position, their office number, and their office location. The advisor for your office of candidacy needs to sign your Eligibility\Declaration of Candidacy\Liability Form in order for that form to be complete and their signature simply affirms that you have met with them to discuss the position you are running for.








President: Primary representative for the student body. Responsible for all WSUSA executive functions. Oversees all Vice Presidents & cabinet members. Serves on the WSU Board of Trustees, the Student Fee Recommendation Committee, the Utah Council of Student Body Pres., and Faculty Senate. (Nancy Collinwood, 6885, SU 326)


Legislative Vice President: President of the Student Senate & responsible for leading the senate in fulfilling legislative duties. Represent academic interests and concerns of the students. Serves on Faculty Senate and Dean's Council. (Aaron Newman, 8912, SU 326)





Programming Vice President: Coordinates & promotes the majority of the social and educational/informational activities & programs, including Homecoming & Crystal Crest. Serves on the Union Board Advisory Committee. (Nancy Collinwood, 6885, SU 326)





Campus, Community, and Diversity Vice President: Responsible for the WSUSA Clubs and Organizations, service programs, and diversity programs. Serves on the Student Fee Recommendation Committee and the Faculty Senate. (Adrienne Gillespie, 7243, SU 232)





Davis Campus and Satellite Centers Vice President: (Full Instate Tuition Waiver plus Stipend) Represents students that attend the Davis Campus and/or the other satellite centers.  Chairs the Davis Campus Student Council and coordinates the council’s activities with WSUSA. (Jennifer Grandi, 395-3443)





Senator Positions: Represents their constituency on the Student Senate and various other WSU committees. Promotes their constituency through events and activities.
